1. Oral presentations:

- Please prepare carefully your presentation for just 15 min max (plenary lectures for 25 minutes) thus allowing 5 min for discussion and change over to the next presenting author. - A PowerPoint presentation (PC-compatible) or its pdf-format is recommended to avoid incompatibility problems.

- Check for the session and time of your presentation in the final program. Be aware of the room for the session (four parallel sessions being held except on first day). The date, time and session of your presentation will be available in the ICPNS’13 final program that is expected to be released on the web site by May 20th, 2013.

- Personal laptops are not allowed to save time. All presentations must be loaded on to the computers made available in session rooms well before the beginning of each session (use the coffee or lunch breaks or early mornings) for which assistance will be provided.

- Preferably submit your presentation in advance (e-mail: pentti.karjalainen@oulu.fi ) for checking it for compatibility and saving it ready for the presentation. - Please be available in your session room well before the start of the session so that your session chairman knows about your presence. Please provide him with your short biography for introduction. This information may preferably be submitted to us in advance.

2. Poster presentations:

Poster and oral presentations will have the same scientific value at the ICPNS’13 and most of their contents can also be found in the ICPNS’13
Proceedings.

Kindly prepare your poster according to the following instructions:

Your poster dimension should not exceed 1.44 m height x 1.44 m width.

Use the font size big enough for the visibility!

- Authors presenting posters at ICPNS’13 are requested to bring their posters either on Sunday evening (June 16) or latest on Monday morning (June 17) to the conference registration desk for affixing them to the boards by the organizers for display in the poster session, scheduled for Monday afternoon. - Please mark the board number as given in the final program (expected to be

on the web site by May 20th, 2013) on a tag fixed to your poster for identification. One of the authors must be available during the poster session to describe the contents of the poster.

- The best poster will be announced during the conference dinner and

awarded suitably.
